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RGRTA CELEBRATES THE “TOPPING OFF” 
OF THE NEW RTS TRANSIT CENTER

Placing of final beam marks completion of the steel structure

The Rochester Genesee Regional Transportation Authority (RGRTA) today celebrated completion of the RTS Transit Center’s steel structure, as workers from Rochester Rigging put in place the final beam. Over the past few weeks, over 150 RGRTA employees and members of the Board of Commissioners marked the significance of this step in the construction process by placing their signatures on the beam. 

“This is an exciting day for the RGRTA team, our project partners, and our community as we mark the completion of this important step in the construction of the new Transit Center,” said RGRTA CEO Bill Carpenter. “It’s exciting to see this coming to life before our eyes thanks to the vision, hard work, and support of our employees, our community and project partners, local, state, and federal legislators, and the many citizens we have the privilege to serve each day.”

The exterior of the 87,000- square-foot building will be completed by year-end.   Work will then move indoors, where the handicapped-accessible Transit Center will feature electronic displays of bus departure times, ticket vending machines, public rest rooms, community displays, and an information center with staff available to assist bus customers as well as visitors to Rochester.  The project remains on track to open in early 2015.

“The RTS Transit Center will transform public transportation in Rochester,” said RGRTA Board Chairman Jim Redmond. “In addition to providing residents and visitors with an affordable, safe and enjoyable experience, this new facility will eliminate the need for outdoor lineups for busses along Main and Broad Streets. The new Transit Center will improve the quality of life in downtown Rochester and contribute to the ongoing redevelopment efforts of our city.”

The RTS Transit Center will provide an enclosed, one-story facility for customers who ride RTS buses to and from downtown Rochester. The facility spans an entire city block along Mortimer Street, between St. Paul Street and South Clinton Avenue. With 30 bus bays, the RTS Transit Center will accommodate as many as 100 buses per hour during peak times for service throughout Monroe County.

The RGRTA Board of Commissioners gave the go-ahead to start construction of the RTS Transit Center on July 31, 2012, and excavation of the site began on October 8, 2012. Upon completion, construction of the facility will have resulted in the creation of more than 400 jobs.  An additional 50 jobs are expected when the Transit Center is operational.
